Some species of these tiny creatures
are predatory and can be utilised in
horticulture for the control of many
soil bourne pests.
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How do nematodes work?

They first enter ‘ : ' ' b
the pest larvae and inject it with bacteria, causing death. |
Nematodes will then eat the dead body, multiply, and
immediately start searching for a new host. |
Once their source of food is exhausted the nematodes

will themselves die, leaving behind no evidence of them |
ever being there.
